During 2006 we asked Norfolk Citizens Panel if they had been stopped and searched.  There are 7182 panel members, 4452 of these responded to the survey containing these questions.  The results of which are given below.
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•8% Have been stopped and asked to account

•3% have been stopped and searched

•2% both

•31% felt happy

•26% felt assured the police were doing their job

•34% unhappy in some way


In terms of panel members, this means that 

	356 panel members had been stopped and asked to account

	133 had been stopped and searched

	498 panel members in total

	155 were happy with the way they were treated
	130 felt assured the police were doing their job
	But 170 felt unhappy in some way
